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HOUSE RULES

Members shall act in the best traditions of ladies and gentlemen when on Club premises.

The Club premises are to be used in a clean and orderly manner, and Members are required to
conduct themselves with due decorum, and not use profane or obscene language.

. Members must enter names of their guests in the Visitor's Book. Such entries are to include a

Member’s partner, if not an Associate Member, and also guests at Club Functions. Members are
responsible for the conduct of their guests.

. No Member shall appear in the Clubhouse improperly dressed. Members must wear at least a shirt,

shorts and shoes or sandals in the Members’ bar and throughout the Club. Neat smart casual wear
is the minimum standard for Restaurant. Wet weather gear, overalls, singlet-type tops, football-
style shorts, bathers or work clothing are not allowed. Footwear must be worn at all times, but
thongs are not permitted.

Persons wearing head covering (unless for medical or religious reasons) shall not be permitted to
remain within the SYC member’s bar.

. No liquor is to be consumed in any part of the Club building at times other than permitted under

the Liquor Control Act.
Bottled liquor may be purchased at the Bar in accordance with the Licensing Act then in force.
Chairs and tables must not be removed from the Clubhouse or surrounds by Club Members.

Members’ cars must be parked correctly and not in areas reserved for Flag Officers, Officials and
Staff.

Children are only permitted to enter Licenced premises when accompanied by an adult member
parent or legal guardian in relation to the Resturant, but are permitted in the Club building on
legitimate business at the Office.

No Member shall reprimand any member of the Staff. Any complaints must be submitted to the
Chief Executive in writing.

Members are reminded to carry their Membership Key at all times.

No outside catering is permitted within the House unless approved or provided by the
Management.

. Gambling is prohibited on Club premises.

. No Smoking in Clubhouse AT ALL TIMES.
